The printing
industry in California employs more than 75,000 people
and has an annual sales output in excess of $6.5 billion.
Printing, in fact, is the largest industry in the state in
terms of numbers of establishments, with more than
6,800 individual shops, many of them family owned. The
Los Angeles area alone has almost 3,000 businesses in
the field. The U.S. Bureau of Labor estimates that the
printing industry nationwide will need 6,000 new work-
ers each year.

Everyday the printing industry
somehow touches our lives. From the toothpaste tube
we use in the morning, to the traffic signs we obey on the
way to school, to the sports magazines we read.
